› Pages pass through to Assistive Listening System and Conferencing outputs

• Supports teacher security alerting function from wireless microphone (IRT-60)
• Fire Alarm connection: mutes all audio sources when fi re alarm sounds
• May be controlled by third-party RS-232 devices for all input levels (volume up, 

down, and mute)
• Digital Feedback Guard (DFG): reduces chances for audio feedback
• Remote teacher control over line inputs (enabled by Sapphire microphone)
• Low-power standby mode (both automatic and manual activation) 
• Drop-in microphone charger connection 5 VDC USB
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
